Background/Discussion

In terms of Sections 28 of the MFMA, the municipality must review the budget
performance and may approve a revised budget during the course of the
financial year through an adjustments budget.

The budget steering committee, senior officials and managers reviewed the
mid-year budget performance during December 2018 and January 2019. The
mid-year review proposals and adjustments are included in Annexure A.

Furthermore, the Executive Mayor declared unforeseen and unavoidable
expenditure in terms of section 29(1) of the MFMA at the Special Council
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meeting held on 22 January 2019. In terms of said section, the unforeseen and
unavoidable expenditure must be appropriated in an adjustments budget within
