6. Background/Discussion

In terms of Sections 28(2)(g) of the MFMA, the municipality must adjust its
budget within 60 days after the National or Provincial government publishes
revised grant allocations for that municipality.

On 20 March 2024, National Treasury published Government Notice No. 4540
in Government Gazette No. 50318 regarding additional grant allocations to
municipalities in terms of the DoRA. An amount of R1 380 000 for the Integrated
National Electricity Programme (INEP) was re-allocated to Overstrand
Municipality and this will further fund the electrification of low cost housing.

The Executive Mayor may in emergency or other exceptional circumstances
authorise unforeseeable and unavoidable expenditure for which no provision
was made in an approved budget.

The bulk water and wastewater operations and maintenance requires additional
funding till 30 June 2024. Main factors contributing to this projected shortage are:
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1. The continued load shedding by Eskom, and 11 additional generators that
were commissioned during this financial year with grant funding, requiring
additional continuous refuelling, as well as other load shedding related costs
(rental generators, security, sewerage tanker deployment, increase in diesel
price, generator repair costs, etc).

2. Substantial increase in water treatment chemicals usage due to changes in
raw water quality following the wet winter in 2023 and especially the floods in
September 2023. These conditions persist for longer than anticipated.

3. Mid-Year Review requests at the time of review, and best possible projection
did not indicate the current expenditure trends, thus not foreseen at the time.

The projected shortages are also based on the assumptions that load shedding
will improve to some extent to June 2024 and that the effect of the floods on
water quality and infrastructure will decrease much sooner.

The generators at the Hermanus office buildings and Ganbaai operational
services precinct broke down on 5 & 13 March 2024 respectively. These
generators provide back-up power supply to all the buildings at Hermanus head
office precinct and at Gansbaai, to the fire station, operational offices and yard
and the electricity yard. The cost of repairs, in both instances outweigh
economical efficiencies and the replacement of these units are recommended,
the related costs was not budgeted for.

The improvement in the stability of the national electricity grid and reduced
stages of load shedding, as indicated during the quarterly review at the end of
March 2024, that revenue and expenditure relating to electricity is on the
increase.

This increased demand for the electricity service has resulted in an impending
shortfall on the budget for the purchasing of electricity from Eskom. It is
imperative to render this services and thus additional budget, regarded as
unavoidable, is required to fully service the Eskom accounts till 30 June 2024.
The Infrastructure and Planning directorate does not have the available budget
capacity to absorb this additional expense within their current expenditure
budget envelope. Important to note that this increased bulk purchases will be
fully offset by increased electricity sales revenue. See the summary of the
projections in Annexure A.

The total additional expenditure relating to the above proposals does not exceed
the total allowable limit, which is capped at R15m of the current approved budget
in terms of the framework for unforeseen and unavoidable expenditure in terms
of section 72(c) of the Municipal Budgeting and Reporting Regulations, as all the
expenditure is funded from additional revenues.

Further details relating to the provision of the unforeseen and unavoidable
expenditure for the 4" adjustments budget proposals are listed in Annexures A.

. Operational Budget Amendments
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The expenditure is set to increase by an amount of R22 472 040, relating
to unforeseen and unavoidable expenditure for the water & sewage
treatment operations and increased bulk electricity purchases. The revenue
budget increases by an amount of R34 649 657, primarily from increased
revenue from electricity sales and additional interest on investments. The
unforeseen and unavoidable expenditure will be funded from additional
revenues identified.

The capital expenditure budget for 2023/24 will increase with an amount of
R3 582 300, primarily for INEP grant funding received for the electrification
of low-cost housing. The increased budget also includes the replacement
of generators at office buildings.
Details of the 4" adjustments budget proposals, a summary of all capital
budget changes and the revised schedule of capital projects for 2023/24
are listed in Annexure A.
The revised Capital budget for 2023/24 is included as Schedule 3.

. Financial Position and Cash Flow

The budgeted financial position and cash flows have been adjusted in
accordance with the 4" adjustments budget proposals.

Revised Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan (SDBIP)

In terms of section 54(c) of the MFMA, the Mayor of a municipality must consider
and if necessary, make any revisions to the SDBIP, provided that revisions to
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the service delivery targets and performance indicators in the plan may only be
made with approval of the council following approval of an adjustments budget.
The proposed 4" adjustments budget for 2023/2024 will serve before Council on

24 April 2024.

As discussed, it is projected that additional budget will be required before 30 June 2024 on votes 20210629091828 /
12210200570000 [bulk wastewater operation and maintenance} and 20210629091829 / 12210200570000 {bulk
water operation and maintenance),

Assistance is required to identify possible savings from outside the department to enable the continuous rendering
of these essential services to 30 June 2024.

The main factors contributing to this projected shortage are:
Continued load shedding by Eskom, and 11 additional generators were commissioned during this financial
year with grant funding, requiring additional continuous refuelling, as well as other load shedding related
costs (rental generators, security, sewerage tanker deployment, increase in diesel price, generator repair
costs, etc).
Substantial increase in water treatment chemicals usage due to changes in raw water quality following the
wet winter in 2023 and especially the floods in September 2023.
Increase in large repair and maintenance cost, also due to the unforeseen floods in September 2024 to some
extent.

Mid-Year Review requests had to be submitted early in December 2023, and at the time the best possible
projections did not indicate the current expenditure trends, that could not be foreseen at the time.

The projected shortages are as follows, if it is assumed that load shedding will improve to some extent to June 2024,
and that the effect of the floods on water quality and infrastructure will decrease:

The value excluding VAT = R2,199,235.10

Motivatlon:

Hermanus: The generator that provides back-up power for the Municipal Corporate and Administration buildings
broke down on the 5n March 2024. Repair costs was estimated at R920 000. Replacement costs was quoted at

R1 241 886,40. Attached is a quotation for rental of a generator @ R107 120.74 per month.

Due to the current impact on the municipality of load shedding and the services delivered at the head office (including
the impact on ICT equipment and the loss of productivity of the staff at head office) the replacement of the generator
is of utmost importance and urgency.

Gansbaai: The generator situated in Buitekant Street, Gansbaai has seized to work on 13 March 2024. A technician
was called out to investigate and informed us that it would be cheaper to replace the generator than to have it
repaired as the parts for this specific generator make are not readily available. Furthermore, all investigations and
repairs (if at all possible) would have to be done off site which will further escalate the costs. The generator serves
the fire brigade, all operational departments as well as the electrical department. All these departments perform after
hours emergency work and access to electricity is essential to access various parts of the work yard and for safety
purposes. The fire brigade are on duty for 24 hours and require electricity for the operation of their garage doors to
get their rigs out during an emergency situation.

The generator further serves approximately 15 office personnel and approximately 120 operational personnel which
includes: the front office, administrative and superintendent staff for Streets and Stormwater, Parks, Sewerage,
Water, Solid Waste, Electricity services and 5 firefighters per shift. All these phone lines and computer systems are
currently off line during each loadshedding instance which places additicnal strain on other personnel and causes
service delivery delays. New replacement generators are available from the same supplier previously used for the
procurement of the generators with the DLG Emergency Load Shedding Grant (quotation attached). Permission to
procure two standby generators as a matter of urgency, is hereby requested.
