Background/Discussion

National Treasury revised the estimates of grant allocations to municipalities
during its mid-year review. Notice of the revised estimates was published in
Government Gazette No. 49550 of 24 October 2023. In terms of legislation, the
amendments must be tabled in an adjustments budget within 60 days of the
date of publication thereof.

The revised allocations has reduced grant funding for the Expanded Public
Works Programme Integrated Grant, Integrated National Electrification
Programme Grant, Water Services Infrastructure Grant and the Municipal
Infrastructure Grant.

Further details relating to these adjustments budget proposals are listed in
Annexures A and B.
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. Operational Budget Amendments
The current approved total revenue will reduce by R3 789 000 for grant
funding and the operational expenditure will reduce by R199 000.

The proposed revised Revenue and Expenditure budget for 2023/2024 is
included as Schedule 2.

. Capital Budget Amendments
The capital budget decreases with a total amount of R3 590 000.

The proposed revised Capital budget for 2023/2024 is included as
Schedule 3.

. Financial Position and Cash Flow
The budgeted financial position have been adjusted accordingly for the
adjustments budget proposals.

Revised Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan (SDBIP)
