d) Objections, Complaints and Appeals 

In terms of Clause 49 of the SCM Policy, persons aggrieved by decisions or 
actions taken in the implementation of the supply chain management 
system, may lodge a written objection against the decision or action within 
10 business days of the decision or action.  

These objections must be dealt with and resolved in terms of Clause 50(1) 
of the SCM Policy. In terms of this, the Accounting Officer has appointed an 
‘appeals authority’ which must strive to resolve all objections within 46 
business days of receipt and report to the Accounting Officer on a monthly 
basis on the objections received, attended to and resolved in terms of 
Clause 50(3) of the Policy. 

In terms of Section 62 of the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act, 
No. 32 of 2000, a person whose rights are affected by a decision taken by a 
staff member of a municipality, may appeal against that decision by giving 
written notice of the appeal and reasons to the municipal manager within 21 
days of the date of the notification of the decision. 

A schedule of all disputes, objections, queries and complaints received or 
dealt with during the 3rd Quarter of 2016/2017, is attached as Annexure C.
